It is a powerful tool with many hours of
investment. | have scriptures on every subject | thought would be relevant to
your personal life.

Apart from scripture references, | have included the Names of God,
the Benefits of the Favor of the Lord, Specific Declarations and some of my
personal confessions.

It is my deepest desire that you will take this book and bring your
prayer life to a new level in God. That you will begin to speak the word of



God continually out of your mouth and begin to see a continual
manifestation of those words.

The Bible says we can declare a thing and it will be established. It will.
| have seen it happen over and over in my own life and in the lives of those
around me. The Word does not fail. It never fails. If nothing but the word of
God is coming out of your mouth — your circumstances will have no option
but to line up with those words.

In this book, | have over 350 scriptures — they will change your life if you
will apply them on a consistent basis. | have used numerous translations for
these scriptures and | have made them personal. Most confessions do have
scripture references but it may not read exactly like your personal Bible
because | have used different franslations and because | made them
personal and present tense. The word of God must become personal to you
—and | have attempted to make that easy for you.

If you will begin to confess these scriptures, you will be able to literally
recreate your world with your words — it's a Biblical principle that will not fail.
